We also monitor journals from some open access publishers, including Biomed Central. You can easily set up personal updates by email with Zetoc Alerts or RSS to track the latest articles or journal titles you are interested in.
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Where possible, depending on the journal and your institution’s level of subscription, you can access the full text of articles.
